The City of Plantation Police Department currently operates an existing 25-yard indoor gun range located
at the SE corner of the Police Department campus. The building structure also includes a 2-bay garage
utilized for minor repairs to police vehicles. The existing building suffers from structural, bullet trap,
ventilation and training capacity issues warranting replacement with a new facility. The City will
demolish the existing building and replace with a new single-story state of the art training facility to
include a 50-yard gun range, classroom, various support rooms and a new vehicle maintenance garage.
