PINE ISLAND PARK RE-CONSTRUCTION

Pine Island Park consists of seven (7) multi-purpose natural grass fields, separate small 
concession/storage and restroom buildings and a modest parking lot located at the north end of the park. 
This recreation facility is heavily used today for sanctioned soccer programs.  There is a demand to 
accommodate additional sanctioned sports such as Lacrosse.  The existing building and parking facilities 
struggle to meet existing needs and simply will not be capable of meeting planned future needs. 
Additionally, the existing grass turf fields suffer from poor drainage, resulting in flooded fields during 
even modest rain events, halting play and disrupting planned events. The City will re-construct Pine 
Island Park.  All seven (7) fields will be completely re-designed to address drainage.  Parking will be 
provided on an adjacent parcel to the east of the park that the City currently owns.  New 
concession/restroom and meeting room/maintenance buildings will be included.
